ON CAMPUS:

· Download your desired Minor check sheets 
· Ask faculty members in each of the two minors  to approve the courses that you have listed in your plan and to sign off on  page two of your admission form.
· Print and complete the Liberal Studies Major Two Minors Admission Form
· Prepare a minimum of one-page typewritten justification statement answering the following questions:

1)   What is your career or educational goal?

2)    Why have you chosen the LS major rather than a traditional major?

3)    How do your two minors/subject fields “blend” together to meet your goals?
· Bring this form to the Liberal Studies Director located in Inlow 112J. Your program will be evaluated  for admission approval.  You will receive a letter stating if you have been fully or conditionally admitted to the LS program.  Once admitted, you will be assigned to an academic adviser who will advise you until you graduate from EOU.

	Apply for Graduation
	At least two terms or up to a year before graduation, complete a Graduation Application.  

ON-CAMPUS:

· Go to the Registrar’s web page to locate the “Graduation Information” link located on the right hand side of the page.  Click on that link.  You will find a list of all forms that you will need to fill out and turn in when you apply for graduation.   Print these forms off and complete them. 
· Contact your academic adviser for an appointment to assist you with your Graduation Application. Bring your completed paperwork including the list of your institutional requirements, general education courses, current transcript, graduation application, and a Recognition of Minor form signed by the discipline representative for each minor listed as part of your LS degree program. 
· Submit all completed forms into the Registrar’s Office on or before the specified graduation application deadline specified on the Registrar’s page.
