You and your advisers will receive a letter stating if you have
been fully or conditionally admitted to the LS program.

Apply for At least two terms to a year before graduation, complete a Graduation Application.
Graduation
On Campus:
e  Pick up Graduation Application and Recognition of Minor forms from the Registrar’s Office.
e Select one of your LS Program Advisers to assist you with your Graduation Application. Make
an appointment with this adviser. Bring your current transcript, completed Graduation
Application, and a signed Recognition of Minor form for each minor that you wish to have
listed on your transcript.
e Turn all completed forms into the Registrar’s Office on or before the specified deadline (the
second Friday of the term before you will graduate).
