REQUIRED COMPENTENCIES:

· Math 095 or higher:  Competency for math 095 or above must be demonstrated prior to application to the nursing program.  Competency may be demonstrated by a math placement test, with a placement above math 095 or by successful completion of math 095 course or higher.  Note:  Math 095 credits are not applicable towards the 45 prerequisite credits and are not applicable credits for the Bachelor’s degree.  Math 095 credits are applicable towards the 30 credit hours needed (prior to end of winter term) to apply to OHSU.  
· Foreign Language Proficiency: Language proficiency is a baccalaureate graduation requirement that can be met by 1) two years of high school language, 2) two quarters of college level language, or 3) a language proficiency examination.  College level (100 and above) credits I the foreign languages count toward the 45 prerequisite credits as well as the associates and baccalaureate degree credits.  Neither high school credits nor a proficiency examination, as a means of meeting the language requirement, counts in the credits for prerequisites or for the degree.   American Sign Language is an accepted language to meet this requirement.  
· Basic Computer Literacy: Students are advised that success in a nursing program requires that students be computer literate, including at least word processing, use of spreadsheets, and web searches.  In some colleges, computer proficiency is an admission requirement.  Even when it is not, students without computer experience should seek out opportunities for remediation in this competency prior to entering the nursing program. ADDITIONAL INFORMATON:

· A grade of “C” or better is required for all prerequisite coursework.
· A letter grade is required for all prerequisite coursework; pass /no pass grades not accepted.  
· A minimum GPA of 3.00 is required for all completed prerequisite coursework.  A minimum cumulative GPA of 3.00 based on all transferable credits is needed to be eligible for consideration. However, a higher GPA is considered more competitive. A "C" grade or better must be earned in all lower division prerequisites. Strengths and weaknesses of the academic record will be evaluated.
· EOU students are strongly encouraged to work closely with their pre-nursing advisor.  
APPLICATION INFORMATION:

· All students must have completed 45-quarter credits/15 semester credits of lower division coursework from an accredited institution prior to matriculation into the OHSU program.  
· Students may apply to the OHSU program while in process of completing admission prerequisites.  30 credits must be completed by the end of Winter term of the year they are applying.  The 30 credits must include BIOL 231 or another Anatomy & Physiology I course, and Math 095 or higher.  
· A minimum GPA of 3.00 is required for all completed prerequisite coursework to be eligible for application review.  However, a higher GPA is considered more competitive. A "C" grade or better must be earned in all lower division prerequisites. Only prerequisite courses will be used in the GPA calculation.  Strengths and weaknesses of the academic record will be evaluated. All prerequisites must be taken for grade rather than pass/no pass.  
· Application deadline for entry to fall, 2008 OHSU School of Nursing program is February 15, 2008.
