Mathematics Program: 
STAT 243 Elementary Statistics request for Gen Ed status (SMI).    
Equivalent to online courses (STAT 241, 242) with Gen Ed status.  It 
was suggested request at EPCC to give Gen Ed status to students who 
have already taken the course this past year. 

 
Computer Sciences/Multimedia Program: 
Multimedia Concentration - Reduce CS electives to 3 courses: 
Drop CS 260 Data Structures; add MM419 Adv MM Programming in 
addition to required courses - MM352 Intermediate Web Authoring 
and MM 452 Adv Web Authoring. 
 
Computer Sciences Concentration:  
Add CS 260 Data Structures; change concentration requirement from 
4UD credits (in addition to core) to 3 UD credits. 
 
Statistical and Scientific Computing Concentration:  
Add CS 260 - increases total CS credits from 13 to 14.  Rationale: 
more clearly defines MM concentration to make distinction between 
Multimedia and Media Arts.

Program will still have three 
concentrations but with name changes.

• Revision to English/writing major core: detail of program change 
provided.  Program better prepares students for graduate school.  
A concern was voiced regarding resource implications. It was 
reported that the overall impact of proposed changes is 2 credits 
spread over 15 faculty. 

o Discourse Studies Concentration - changed to Rhetoric and 
Culture – revision enhances concentration which has not 
been thriving. 

o Literature/Film Concentration - changed to English 
Studies; film portion remains as elective options. 

o Writing Concentration - no name change.  Slight change to 
requirements to include canonical sequence.  

• IWR minor – No name change (includes anticipated change for 
PHIL 203 Critical Thinking to become PHIL 103.  Suggestions 
included indicating ANTH 345 cross-listed as SOC 345; SPAN 
322 has a title change but Spanish faculty recommends SPAN 323 
Language and Literature III be used instead.  Program will 
consider suggestions. 

• Housekeeping changes proposed to put program in alignment with 
other state institutions: 

o Delete ENGL 407/ENGL 407: Seminar in Canonical 
Readings, 2 cr; will be replaced by new courses.

A concern was voiced that the use of 405 for a 
publication/ presentation course may be confused with 
other offerings of 405 as Reading and Conference courses.
