Insurance Policy:

EOU currently offers a secondary (excess) insurance policy for athletes.  Each athlete is currently required to have his or her own primary insurance policy.  The primary insurance policy must provide the following:

· It must cover intercollegiate athletic injuries.

· It must cover the participating athlete for all traditional and non-traditional practices and competitions.

· It must cover physician visits in La Grande, Oregon, including orthopedic visits, x-rays, MRI’s, CAT Scans, Physical Therapy, or other extended medical tests.

· It must cover any emergencies the policy holder may have during an athletic event.

· Athletes and parents should be aware of: the age at which the athletes are no longer covered on their parents insurance, the deductible of the insurance policy, and any other restrictions such as pre-authorizations and co-payment.

In order to receive clearance to participate in EOU athletics, each student-athlete must provide proof of insurance.  Eastern Oregon University and/or the Department of Athletics will not release a student-athlete for participation until proof of adequate insurance is received and clearance for participation is on file.  
Here are guidelines on how our secondary insurance operates if you or your son/daughter suffers an injury here at Eastern Oregon University:
· Primary insurance is utilized first

· The deductible amount for football is $3000 and $250 for all other sports

· These deductibles for those particular sports need to be met and surpassed in order for the secondary insurance to begin to cover athlete.

· The deductible can be met by payments from you, your insurance company, or a combination of the two

· Deductibles are per injury (this means two different injuries will require you to meet the deductible amount twice)

· The insurance company will make payments directly to medical personnel

· The secondary policy will cover 90% of usual and customary charges based on rates established within the area in which you are treated

· Any charges not covered by the secondary policy after the deductible and payments made are the responsibility of the individual athlete

· Athletic trainers will not file a claim for those athletes that do not inform the athletic training staff of physician visits. 

Athletes who do not have insurance, or a policy that does not cover intercollegiate athletics, may purchase a policy for the season from a company of the family’s choice, or can be assisted in purchasing one by the EOU Athletic Training staff.  Enclosed is a local insurance company that provides excellent sport medical coverage for a reasonable price (see Short-Term Insurance Leaflet).
