Classroom Decorum Policy

On April 8, 2009, members of the Student Affairs Committee met with Ryan Hagemann and Cindy Starke, OUS Legal Council, to discuss various campus policies and procedures that were under revision. The Classroom Decorum Policy was presented to them. Upon review of the policy, the recommendation of legal council is to eliminate this redundant policy because it is covered in, or pertains to, the OUS codes of conduct. The specific EOU codes are:
Code 1: Obstruction or disruption of teaching, research, administration, disciplinary procedures, or other institutional activities, including the institution's public service functions or other authorized activities on institutionally owned or controlled property. 

Code 2: Obstruction or disruption which interfered with the freedom of movement, both pedestrian and vehicular, on institutionally owned or controlled property.

Code 4: Detention or physical abuse of any person, or conduct which is intended to threaten imminent bodily harm or endanger the health of any person on any institutionally owned or controlled property. 
Code 5: Malicious damage or misuse or theft of institutional property, or the property of any other person where such property is located on institutionally owned or controlled property, or, regardless of location, is in the care, custody, or control of an institution. 
Code 6: Refusal by any person, while on institutional property, to comply with an order of the institutional executive or appropriate authorized official or officials, to leave such premises because of conduct proscribed by the code when such conduct constitutes a danger to personal safety, property, or educational or other appropriate institutional activities on such premises. Code 7: Unauthorized entry to, or use of institutional facilities, including the buildings and grounds.

Code 9: Inciting others to engage in any of the conduct or to perform any of the acts prohibited herein. Inciting means that advocacy or proscribed conduct which calls upon the person or persons addressed for imminent action, and is coupled with a reasonable apprehension of imminent danger to the functions and purposes of the institution, including the safety of its students, faculty, and officials, and the protection of its property.
Therefore, it is the recommendation of the Student Affairs Committee to remove/delete the EOU Classroom Decorum Policy. The policy can be found at http://www.eou.edu/saffairs/handbook/decor.html.
