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.100 Policy Statement 
This policy sets forth guidelines for animals on university owned or controlled property at Eastern Oregon University.
.110 Policy Rationale

The intent of this policy is to provide clear guidelines for the appropriate presence of animals on campus.
.120 Definitions

(1) Institutional Property: Eastern Oregon University (EOU) property including, but not limited to, administrative offices, academic buildings, and outdoor campus spaces, whether owned, leased, operated, or maintained by EOU, but specifically excluding the institutional residence of the University’s president.  
(2) Service Animal: ADA (2010 revisions) defines “service animal” as, “any dog that is individually trained to do work or perform tasks for the benefit of an individual with a disability.”
(3) Leash: any strap, chain, rope, or similar device, five feet in length or shorter, held by a person capable of controlling the animal. 

.130 Policy
Animals, other than service animals and animals authorized as part of the educational or research mission of the institution, are not permitted in any University building. Animals on University property must be leashed at all times and may not be tied and/or left unattended while on University property.
University residence halls and University-owned family housing are governed by their own respective agreements and policies related to animal control.

Animals, other than service animals, are not allowed at sporting events or on athletic field(s).
.140 Review and Revision of Policy 
The Vice President for Student Affairs is responsible for this policy and will assess the need for a review or entertain requests for review from members of the University community.
