Fall Term

SCED 510 Scientific Method, CRN: 32131

3 credits

This course is the first of three science courses designed to provide a broad background in the physical sciences with emphasis on the scientific method, energy, and basic chemistry. The curriculum stresses both theoretical principles and applications of concepts using experimentation as a vehicle for modeling scientific process. 

SCED 510 Nature of Science, CRN: 32132
3 credits

By examining the work of scientists through the ages, this course explores a historical and conceptual approach to science instead of factual data, theories or laws. The heutistics of science will be examined and related to the assigned readings.

SCED 510 Women of Science, CRN: 62209
3 credits

Through reading and written reflection, students will explore the contributions by women to science, and the nature of science related to the role of women in society. Students will reconsider science in light of gender symbols and characteristic sex-segregated practices of cultures.

 

SCED 510  Work and Energy, CRN: 62211
3 credits

This course in an introductory science course designed to provide students with a broad background in the physical sciences with emphasis on energy.
