Name of Course:  Oregon Archaeology

Catalog Description: This course focuses on the archaeology, prehistory, and ethnography of Oregon's Native Americans. Discussions will focus on integrating archaeological and environmental data to illustrate how Oregon’s first peoples adapted to their natural landscapes in the Northern Great Basin and Columbia Plateau, the Willamette Valley and Southwestern Oregon, and the Lower Columbia and Oregon Coast. Attention will also concentrate on archaeology as a social science and modern Native American worldviews on Oregon Archaeology.

4) Discuss and understand the prehistory and ethnography of the Northern Great Basin and Columbia Plateau, the Western Oregon Interior Valleys (Willamette Valley and Southwest Oregon), and the Lower Columbia and Oregon Coast.
5) Understand and describe modern Native American worldviews on Oregon archaeology

Brief Outline of Course: This course focuses on the archaeology, prehistory, and ethnography of Oregon’s Native Americans. Discussions will focus on specific regions within Oregon and will integrate archaeological and environmental data to illustrate how Oregon’s first peoples adapted to their natural landscapes. I have lived and worked on two Native American reservations and I will provide first-hand knowledge of how Oregon’s Native Americans view the archaeological record and their prehistory. During the flow of the course, we will explore the methods and theories by which archaeologists reconstruct and interpret the cultural history of Oregon’s first inhabitants.
