Geologic history of Eastern Oregon with special attention to those processes and events relating to the emplacement of gold in the region.  Also the cultural history of the discovery and exploitation of gold and its impact on the region.

· To become familiar with the regional geology

· To develop a descriptive knowledge of the geologic processes resulting in the emplacement and concentration of gold

· To appreciate the impact that gold mining has had on the region

Course Content:

Friday Night:  Discussion of regional geology, gold emplacement and concentration, discovery of gold, gold mining procedures, history of gold mining activities and its impact on the region, and a review of the professional literature on the geology of the area.

Saturday Field Trip:  An all day field trip to sites of early gold mining and related activities in Grant and Baker Counties.

Follow Up

Five brief (4-5 page) papers on various aspects of the gold mining era in Eastern Oregon.  A copy of the writing requirements is attached.

Geology and Gold Mining in Eastern Oregon

GEOL 310

Assignments to be completed to fulfill requirements for credit in GEOL 310, Geology and Gold Mining in Eastern Oregon.

The topics to be treated in the five (5) papers mentioned in the course requirements are described below.  In each case it is expected that you would be writing a brief paper or “mini paper” on each of the topics and, as such, I would expect them to be well organized with good grammatical style, etc.  Also, where bibliographical references are appropriate, please include them.

Topics:

· Write a brief summary of the geology of North Eastern Oregon based on the written geological sketch you will receive in class, class notes and literature reviewed in class.

· Gold production in Eastern Oregon has had a number of ups and downs since the discovery of gold in the 1860s.  Indicate some of the periods of high or low productivity and explain the fluctuations, particularly in terms of the types of gold deposits and/or technologies that were discovered, developed, or made available.  Other factors, such as government policies, economic conditions, labor force, etc., should be considered where appropriate.

· Describe a particular type of technology used in the recovery of gold.  Use illustrations and discuss the advantages and limitations of the device you have chosen to describe.

· Write two additional papers on any other aspect of the gold mining era.  You may choose a town in Eastern Oregon whose existence was (or is) a direct consequence of mining activity, or a personality who played an important role in some aspect of gold mining in the region or any topic of special interest you would like to write on.  In each of these papers the focus should be on the special geological situations or circumstances, that resulted in the location or particular nature of a town or that required the special talents of a particular individual, etc.  The relationship of the individual, the town, event, etc., geology of the region, must be apparent and be developed as an integral part of the paper.
