Catalog Description:  

This is a field-oriented course utilizing a variety if printed materials (road logs, maps, monographs, etc.) and a classroom component of slide presentations and lectures to provide an overview and background material to assist the student in a field study of the Wallowa Mountains and related surrounding areas.
