This is a field-oriented course utilizing a text and other selected readings for background material and road logs, field guides and an activity guide to assist the student in an independent study of the geology of the Central Oregon Coast.

Objectives:
· To acquire a knowledge of basic geological processes and features; particularly those characteristics of coastlines

· To acquire a knowledge of geological materials characteristic of or common to the area
· To develop an understanding of the geological (historical) evolution of the Oregon coastal area

· To become familiar with specific features of the Oregon coast between Lincoln City and Coos Bay, and recognize them as examples of characteristic coastal features

· To be able to associate the features designated with the processes involved in their development

Text and Required Materials:

Roadside Geology of Oregon by Alt and Hyndman

Course Content:

Textbook:

· Provides general background material and a description of the geological evolution of the area

Field Guide (posted in Blackboard):

· Provides more detailed geology of specific areas of interest along the field trip route

Activity Guide (posted in Blackboard):

· Suggests various activities, such as picture taking, collection of materials, recording of impressions, etc. to be accomplished at various locations during the trip.

· Photographs, collected materials and written materials will be organized and submitted to the instructor, along with a trip diary as part of the requirements

Evaluation:

Submission of materials generated from the Activity Guide

· An album format is the most commonly used.  Maps, logs, trip diary material, brochures acquired at locations along the way, etc. can be included in the presentation where appropriate.  It should go without saying that your project should be neat and attractive.  A pile of pictures with information scribbled on the back is not acceptable.  With all the computer graphics now commonly available, it should not be a problem to attractively format and caption your material.
· Rock samples are best when they are submitted in a small size that can be put into a small plastic box.  I suggest that you might try a plastic pillbox.  This way the samples can easily be organized and are small enough that postage will not be outrageous.
Your rock samples will only be returned upon your request.  Please note this on your coversheet if you want them returned.

This will allow several weeks to compile & compose your project.
