What is the difference between "Successful" and "Unsuccessful" math students?

Uri Treisman's research on successful and unsuccessful math students found that the difference was  NOT related to differences in Student Motivation, Socioeconomic Status, Lack of Family Support, or Inadequate Preparation.

The difference in performance between the two groups rested in their beliefs about what "studying math" meant.  Successful math students study in groups, and integrate parts of their social and academic time.
Barriers to success:

•  Working in isolation

•  Compartmentalizing daily life into separate "social" and "academic" components

Our MathExcel workshop class is designed to:

•  Stem academic isolation through the creation of an academic community

•  Take advantage of your view of yourself as capable of high academic achievement

MathExcel is NOT a remedial math class nor a tutorial session, but a challenging class designed to promote understanding of broad math concepts.  Taking MathExcel has been shown to raise students' grades in their primary math class by 1/2 to one whole letter grade.

Course Requirements

1)
Attend and participate twice weekly.


a)  2½ unexcused absences will result in a U grade (excused absence only available from Kay Firor)



b)  Arriving more than 4 minutes late counts as 1/2 absence
