Rationale for ENGL/WR Program Changes

Donald Wolff

October 18, 2006

Problem: EPCC wants programs to change X10 courses to courses with real numbers. Most of our ENGL X10 courses are two-credit weekend college courses, and most of our existing upper-division ENGL course numbers are fixed at either 3 or 4 credits. 

Proposed Solution:

1) Change the following upper-division ENGL course numbers to variable credit (2.00 to 5.00). (See Change in Existing Course form.)

ENGL 339 Literary/Cinematic Genres (3)

ENGL 390 Multicultural Literature/Film (4)

ENGL/GEND 395 Gender in Literature/Film (4)

ENGL 422 Contemporary Literature/Film (4)

ENGL 436 Literary/Film Themes (3)

2) Change X10 courses to real numbers as follows: 

Old numbers with new variable credit (no EPCC forms needed)

ENGL 310 Asian American Literature and Film (2) -- ENGL 390
ENGL 310 Detective Fiction and Film Noir (3) -- ENGL 339
ENGL 310 The Legend of Dracula (2) -- ENGL 436
ENGL 310 Women Filmmakers (2) -- ENGL 395


3) Change program requirements so that at least half of upper-division ENGL electives are 3 credits or more. (See Change in Existing Program form.) This change affects one major concentration and two minors:

Rationale for #3: Requiring that at least half the upper-division ENGL electives be at least 3 credits ensures that students cannot use only 2-credit courses to complete those electives and thereby preserves the experience of in-depth study of literature we think is necessary for majors and minors.
