	What has prompted this proposal?

We are standardizing our offerings so that students receive four credits for all studio classes (they currently receive three credits).  Reasons:

-Response to governor’s request to better align with other state programs, most of which have 4-credit studio classes.  

- We proposed this change last year, and it was held up in the last EPCC meeting because some members felt that it would become more difficult for certain students to meet the AC requirements.  However, the new flexible credit rule for general education should remove this concern.

-When we proposed these changes last year, we went ahead and adjusted our syllabi and course times to meet our proposed changes, because we had to get the information into the new catalogue before the EPCC process was approved.  Therefore, our course content has already been adjusted for the change in credits, and the contact hours have been reduced.
-By standardizing all studio courses to four credits, we will align ourselves with current contract language for faculty load.  

-Note: ART 390 Expanded Arts, will remain at 5 credits
