	What has prompted this proposal?

We are standardizing our offerings so that students receive four credits for all studio classes (they currently receive three credits).  Reasons:

-Response to governor’s request to better align with other state programs, most of which have 4-credit studio classes.  
-Time commitment in studio classes.  Extensive time required in class and outside of class.  In fact, we have received complaints from students about currently getting only three credits for such a time-intensive commitment.  Studio classes require an average of 15-18 hours of work per week.  
-This time commitment limits students to a maximum of three studio classes at any time, which is a full-time load in terms of work but not credits.  This has proved problematic especially for seniors focusing on their thesis exhibitions, who may need full-time standing for financial aid.  
-Content will remain the same for these courses.

-By standardizing all studio courses to four credits, we will align ourselves with current contract language for faculty load.  

-Note: ART 390 Expanded Arts, will remain at 5 credits
