(Total credit change is due to individual course credits increasing from 3 to 4.  The only new additional course requirement is 1 credit of practicum)

	What has prompted this proposal?

1.  Concentrations:  2-D, 3-D, and Digital Art.  This will help students create more cohesive portfolios, making them better candidates for graduate school, gallery contacts, and most professional opportunities in the arts.  We have been using an informal concentration system for the past few years, whereby students are encouraged to focus their final years of study in one area; and we think the stronger portfolios have led to a big increase in student’s acceptance to graduate school.  This change will codify current practice.   In the first two years of study, our program will maintain its philosophy of broad-based art education , as students will be required to take classes from each concentration.  In the junior and senior years, students will add depth by concentrating in one area.  Students will actually take the same number of 200 and 300-level classes as they do currently, but the 300-level classes will be more focused.     Please see attached Check-sheet.  (Additionally, the addition of the Digital Art concentration should take some pressure off of the growing Media Arts major, by offering a studio-based option for digital art, a desired area currently not offered)
2.  Credits: We are standardizing our offerings so that all studio classes are worth four credits.  This is based in part on the recommendation from the governor to better align with other state programs, most of which have 4-credit studio classes.  The time required both in and out of studio classes merits four credits.  In fact, we have received complaints from students about currently getting three credits for such a time-intensive commitment.   The time commitment limits students to a maximum of three studio classes at any time, which currently does not equal a full-time load.  

3.  Course Numbers:  We plan to standardize our numbering system to make more sense within each area and the program as a whole

4.  Load:  By standardizing all studio courses to four credits, we will align ourselves with current contract language for faculty load.  No faculty will be overloaded according to our newly revised load.
5.  Eliminate ART 129 to better focus our program
