Course Learning Outcomes: (CLO)

Students will experience contemporary innovations in non-toxic printmaking with a strong emphasis in individual idea and design development. 

1 Effectively employ advanced visual communication and idea development skills in sketchbook format with an informed use of design skills acquired in foundation courses


Students will develop meaningful and thoughtful imagery by honing their ideas and strengthen their visual communication through ideas development techniques including; brainstorming, thumbnail sketches, image searches and individual research. Ideas will be honed in a collaborative atmosphere of revision and critique with faculty and students. Students will competently employ the Elements of Art and the Principles of Design in their visual concepts.   

2 Effectively employ project planning and design techniques 

Fully developed ideas from the sketchbook will be reformatted into forms suitable to printmaking. Students will produce hand mapped color separations and digitally produced color separation film positives or plates to be used in the physical stencil making process. 

3 Effectively employ hand and digital positive film or plate making techniques

Students will come away with a strong working knowledge of how to develop positives for either exposure or for plate development of their individual imagery to be used in digital printmaking processes. 
4 Effectively employ printmaking techniques and contemporary authentication standards

Students will be skilled in ink preparation, care and application. Students will develop the capability to edition artwork within contemporary ethical authentication standards. 

Course Requirements: Major assignments, attendance expectations

Attendance:


Students are expected to be in attendance at all scheduled classes both in class and at remote locations, on time, and prepared with necessary materials, completed art for critique, or other materials as requested throughout the term. 

The professor will take role several times during the term to make sure all students are registered correctly and to learn names but being present at scheduled meeting times does not itself count toward the grade for this course. 

Class participation, however, is necessary in this course. Art classes are by nature material handling, skill building experiences. One-on-one conversations that take place within experiential exercises and introduce students to new skills, which build one on another, are at the core of studio classes. The in class experience cannot be duplicated outside, after, or before scheduled class times where demonstration, materials and are instruction are provided. 

This explanation should make clear then that students who habitually miss class, that is, miss more than three classes in a term, run the risk of failing to obtain all the skills needed to successfully complete the requirements of the course. 

Major Assignments:
Art 344 students will complete, at least, two signed, numbered, and titled editions of prints and a final suite of two or three related signed, numbered and titled prints. Size and complexity will determine the edition and suite size and the final number will be negotiated independently with instructor. In Art 344 participation in Oregon Ink Spot is mandatory and can be executed using a plate made for project 1, 2, or 3. Students are required turn in one reasonable (not the best) print from each edition and suite. These prints will be retained by EOU and will be handled at the digression of EOU.

All projects must be at the critique to be considered “turned in on time”. No late projects will be accepted or recorded. You, all of your prints, and test print material must be at the critique. Extensions may be granted under dire circumstances or to promote print quality. Extension will not be granted to compensate for procrastination. Prints must be “turned in on time” in order for students to be granted an extension. 

Grading Policies: 

Grading will be conducted after each critique. Students will need to pick-up work and clean out shelves at the end of the term. Work that is abandoned will be salvaged by students, donated to the Art Club and sold in The Annual Abandoned and Begged for Art Auction, or discarded.

Brief Outline of Course: 

Digital Processes in Printmaking is studio class requiring specialized equipment. For the most part, out of class work needs to be completed at the EOU printmaking studio. Printmaking is a physical activity that is conducted in a collaborative atmosphere and team-work is essential to success in the small printmaking facility. This course will require blocks of out of class work time to complete the assigned work. Art 344 students will be expected to tie the concepts in their prints to the concepts guiding their larger body of work. 

Most of the time in this class will be used developing the print matrix. Students often choose to print more than the required edition numbers to insure that they have plenty of prints to show and trade.
