Brief Outline of Course


This is an advanced Photography course for Art students wanting to learn how to use studio lighting techniques. Students will develop studio skills through a combination of technical exercises and personal art projects. The course will include the basics of color printing in the digital darkroom. All of the assignments in this course require the use of a Digital SLR camera. You may use your own or you may check out a camera from the Tech Fee Media Loan Library in Inlow Hall. If you turn in a camera late, you may be taken off the list of students approved for checkout, you would then need to purchase a camera to finish the course. 

Grading Policies


Attendance — it is assumed that everyone is self-motivated and disciplined. You are responsible for completing all assignments on the specified due date. Attendance is required at all lectures, demonstrations, laboratories and critiques. Attendance means arriving on time and staying for the entire class session. Failure to attend classes, tardy arrivals, and early departures will affect the final grades as follows:

•
Four late arrivals drop the final grade by one step (A to A-; A- to B+…),

•
Arriving 30 minutes or more after the start of class or leaving 30 minutes or more before the end of class will be considered an absence,

•
Two unexcused absences will drop the final grade by one full grade (A to B; B to C…),

•
Three consecutive unexcused absences or four total unexcused absences may result in a final grad of F,

•
Excused absences do not lower grades. Excused absences are: illness or other medical necessity accompanied by a doctor’s note; death in the student’s family.

ATTENDANCE AT EVERY CRITIQUE IS MANDATORY. IF YOU MISS A CRITIQUE YOU WILL RECEIVE AN F ON THE ASSIGNMENT.

FAILURE TO ATTEND FINAL CRITIQUE WILL RESULT IN AN F FOR YOUR FINAL GRADE.

Once you are enrolled in this class you are responsible for the completion of all assignments. If you must for serious and compelling reasons, withdraw from this class, YOU MUST SEE ME IN PERSON and YOU MUST COMPLETE THE NECESSARY PAPERWORK. If you simply disappear without explanation you will receive a failing grade.

Incompletes will NOT be given except for documented medical emergencies. Photography is not cheap so plan your budget carefully. “Unable to purchase supplies,” “lost/broken camera,” etc.  are not acceptable reasons for an incomplete.

Evaluation — Photography is a visual medium so your course grade will be based on the quality and content of the photographs you produce. Merely completing all of the assignments is not enough. Effort, talent and desire to grow as an individual and as an artist are critical. Your attitude and contributions to the flow of ideas are necessary and will be reflected in your final grade.

GRADES

A = Absolutely no doubt of superior performance. Final portfolio of photographs demonstrates technical and aesthetic excellence. Clear evidence of photographic talent, imagination and commitment. Active participation in classroom discussions and critiques.

B = An effort to go beyond the requirements. Good Work.

C = Completion of all assignments. Average quality. Minimal effort at class participation.

D = Generally low quality work. Missing one or two assignments. Not attending one or more critiques. Minimal participation in class.

F = The unspeakable. Very poor quality work. Three or more missing assignments. Excessive unexcused absence. Frequent late arrivals. Not attending the final. Missing two or more critiques. Serious attitude problems.
