Certificates in Professional Spanish

I.  Spanish for Health Care Professionals
OBJECTIVES
The Certificate for Spanish for Health Care Professionals is designed to meet current needs in the Health Care professions.  It combines one year of Introductory Spanish for Health Care Professionals (or, alternatively, one full year of Spanish 107-109) with Spanish for Health Care Professionals at the Intermediate Level during the second year. Instruction is complemented by one 2-3 credit oral proficiency training session per term. 

REQUIREMENTS for the Certificate will consist of the following:

A. A minimum of 30 credits are required for the Certificate.
B. Students must complete each of the following courses with a “C-“or better to count towards the Certificate.
Courses reflect a minimum requirement of 30 credit hours.
