Course Outcomes
Students who complete this course should
•be able to choose books for young children utilizing developmentally appropriate criteria
•create a (manual or electronic) database of children’s books that can be used in the student’s instructional setting
•be aware of library programs for families and their children
•be active in involving families with books and libraries

•titles, authors and genres of books for young children
•selection criteria for books for young children
•connecting families with books
•connecting families with libraries

Course Requirements/Assignments/Attendance Expectations
(Complete details on all assignments are in the online course material.)

1. Students will read chapters from the textbook per the assigned schedule and respond to them through interaction discussion on Blackboard.

2. Students will read 3 to 5 children’s books related to chapters 4, 5, 6 and 7 (a total of 12 to 20 books) that reflect the content being discussed in the text and on Blackboard. They will provide book talks or other responses about these books. See schedule.

3. Based on research of programs offered in other locations, students will design and implement a big project that connects families (including their young children) to books and libraries.

4. Students will conduct a small project based on ideas from the textbook (or by arrangement with the instructor).

Student Evaluation
Students will receive a scoring guide for each major requirement.

Grading
Each of the four requirements will receive a letter grade. These will be weighted in the following way to determine the course grade.
Chapter reading & Discussion boards 40%
Book talks 20%
Small project 10%
Big project 30%


Brief Outline of Course:

Students will interact weekly (we will skip a couple weeks while you plan your projects) on discussion boards, will submit evidence of reading and responding to books on a weekly basis, will have a small project of individual choice, and will have a term long project of connecting families with books and libaries.
