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 ED 220: The Growing Child: Early Childhood Development, (3 cr)

Catalog Description: This course is designed for an audience of parents, teachers, care-providers, church leaders and others interested in enhancing the lives of young children. Having in-depth working knowledge of child development and developmentally appropriate practice, enables persons responsible for the care of children to provide the necessary, most desirable environment and experiences for successful, healthy and happy growth.

Time and place of the course: These courses are offered Fall, Winter, Spring and Summer Terms.  The courses utilizes Blackboard. 

Required Text: Understanding Childhood Development, 7th Edition

Course Description: This course is designed for parents, care-providers, teachers and other adults who work with, or hope to work with, young children.  The topics will focus on the young child's development in the periods of infancy, toddler, through age five.  Developmental theories and practical experiences in the areas of motor, cognitive, physical and social-emotional growth will be explored.  The role of the adult and his/her expectations of the young child in each period of development will be discussed.  Suggested activities that offer practical learning applications and that enhance individual experience will be presented.  The coursework may extend into the student’s workplace and/or home and may include application of techniques, observation skills and concepts learned in class.  It is necessary to have access to a child/children and to be able to observe them. 
Learning Outcomes: 

*describe characteristics in four areas of development, for ages birth-5 years

*explain how the development of one of the areas of growth affects other areas

*discuss the importance of caring for and teaching children at their appropriate level of development

*describe differences and similarities in development and needs of special needs children

*explain why it is important to understand selected developmental theories 

*discuss how to apply selected developmental theories in caregiving and learning settings

*demonstrate observation and recording techniques

*design a developmentally appropriate environment for a selected age/stage

*discuss developmentally appropriate expectations for behavior for 1-5 year olds

*describe common stages of play for ages 1 month-5 years   

 *observe and label types of play and describe why play is beneficial

*observe and identify by labeling "temperament styles"

Course Requirements: 

 This course is offered on Blackboard. Course objectives, assignments and experiences reflect the text's content and readings separate from the text.  Students will read assigned chapters in the text and complete activities/ assignments that correlate with their reading. There will be an active discussion board with a weekly "focus topic". Each student is required, weekly, to enter  original thoughts and respond to items entered by someone else, related to the topic of discussion on the discussion board.

 A creative final summary of their learning will culminate the course.

Grading Policies: 

Written assignments, observations, and participation in weekly topic discussions     on Blackboard, will be graded on congruency with assigned text reading, relevance of content to topics, clear presentation of responses and completion of all required items within the established timeline entered in the "announcement" section in Blackboard at the beginning the course.

Completion of 1 final activity=25 %
