Course Requirements/Assignments/Attendance Expectations

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend each and every class.  If unable to do so, instructor must be contacted.  If no contact is made, no make-up work or assignments that were due will be accepted.  If work is due, please email it to the instructor as a Word attachment.  When in attendance, students are expected to participate. (10% of grade)
Writing:  All papers must be typed in a standard font and size (12).  Papers will also be analyzed for proper adherence to writing conventions.

Philosophy of Self:  Students must write a 3-5 page paper about themselves as a potential teacher.  You must include the following:

1. A brief background to your life 

2. Why you wanted to become a teacher

3. What you could bring to the teaching profession

4. Obstacles that you might, personally, have that could be detractors (20%)

P(oints) I(nsights) Q(uestions):  PIQs are student-based analyses of chapters.  When you read a chapter or section of the book, you will be required to complete a PIQ.  This requires you to write three (3) key points made by the author(s) with an explanation of the points, three (3) insights that you have on the three points that were provided to you by the author(s), and two (2) questions you believe should be included in a discussion of the topic(s) read.  These may be rhetorical questions. (20%)

Journal Review:  Students must review a journal article from a peer-edited journal.  The article must deal with the ethics or laws related to the teaching profession.  The review must be in APA format and deal with the importance of family to children.    The first part will involve a summary of the article.  The second portion of the review will be the insights you have received from the article.  For peer-reviewed works, use a Boolean library search.  For APA format, see: http://owl.english.purdue.edu/   (10%)

Examination of ODE’s Ethical Teacher:  Students will research and analyze the ethical standards required by the state relative to rights of students, proper behavior of teachers, and ramifications for not following proper procedures and ethics. This will require a specific form which will be distributed in class. (20%)

Examinations:  A final examination will be given, specifically covering the information on ethical behavior of teachers, legal and political issues in our society, both historically and currently, and legal and moral constraints upon teachers in the profession. (20%)
