Course Description

German 101/102/103 constitutes the first-year German language sequence. The course takes students from the most foundational level through novice level work in the language, with emphasis on both the receptive skills (listening and reading) and the expressive skills (speaking and writing). In addition to learning a new language system, cultural references throughout the course introduce students to new perspectives on everyday habits as well as outlook on the world.

General Education Mission

This course aligns with the mission of EOU’s General Education program, in that it helps “students to integrate into university life and challenging them to become critical, creative thinkers and engaged, knowledgeable citizens, open to new ways of looking at the world.” (General Education Core Mission Statement)  Specifically it meets the requirements of the General Education Content for Social Sciences  in that it requires students to acquire “Reflective knowledge and analytical judgments about the self, other cultures, and human behavior.”*
Class Format

The class meets daily for fifty minutes, during which pair and group activities allow students to interact with one another. Mutual cooperation and respect is essential for all students to benefit and learn. The class hour is structured in phases that lead from warm-up to acquisition of new material and into a wind-down, to encourage students to make the most of what they are learning and take an active role in the communicative interplay.

Course Objectives 

The first-year German course is designed to provide students opportunity 

· To learn and use basic vocabulary in simple structures

· To create with previously memorized words and phrases

· To ask and answer questions

· To become familiar with German-speaking countries, their language and culture

· To learn a linguistic system other than their first language

Learning Outcomes

Successful students will 

· Achieve novice level proficiency in comprehension (listening and reading) and expression (speaking and writing),

· Compare the culture and language of other countries with their first language and culture,

· Analyze and deepen critical awareness of first-language use.

General Education Outcomes 
1 Content Knowledge: Demonstrate increased vocabulary, content, and conceptual knowledge in the German language and culture of German-speaking countries.

2 Communication: Demonstrate the ability to read, write, communicate, taking into consideration purpose, audience, and occasion.

3 Cultural & Behavioral Knowledge (SSC): Demonstrate reflective knowledge and analytical judgments about the self, other cultures, and human behavior. 

Means of Assessment

	Written and oral tests assess GE Outcomes 1, 2, and 3, as well as
	provide evidence to assess novice level proficiency in the receptive (listening and reading) and productive (speaking and writing) skills. 

	Homework assignments and written tests assess GE Outcomes 1, 2, and 3, as well as
	provide evidence that students can compare language and culture of the second language with first language and culture.

	In-class tasks and homework assignments provide evidence for GE Outcomes 1, 2, and 3, and well as
	provide evidence to assess the analysis and critical awareness of first-language use.


Course Content

The course focuses on topical material central to daily life and routines, the academic system, and cultural customs in German-speaking countries as presented in the textbook. Other resources include audio and video materials for practicing listening comprehension, textual material online for reading comprehension, and workbook exercises to further expressive skills.

Texts: E. Rosemarie and Fritz T. Widmaier, Treffpunkt Deutsch, text and workbook.
Grading Policy: Attendance and participation, class preparation through homework assignments, regularly scheduled written and oral tests, along with the final examination are the required elements for students to demonstrate course progress. Scheduling conflicts with test dates must be worked out in advance of the test date, while absence at tests due to an emergency needs to be documented through email or telephone call. Any other arrangements for make-up tests will result in a grade reduction. Make-up tests will be arranged as soon as possible after the test date. Homework and attendance points (10%), written and oral test scores (70%), final examination (20%) record progress in the course. Grades are given on plus/minus basis. Attendance and homework are figured on a hundred point scheme, as are written tests, while oral tests are letter-graded using a function-based rubric.

*Under the most recent General Education revision, Modern Languages placed its GEC courses in the category used system-wide in the Oregon University System (OUS), Aesthetics and Humanities (AEH). However, the better fit would be in Social Sciences (SSC), with this change pending approval by the Educational Policy and Curriculum Committee.
