Requires visual documentation of activities in integral areas of school librarianship. The practicum is to be arranged to include experience at both the ECE/ELE and Mid/HS levels. Prerequisite: 9 credits of ED 573, 575, 577 or 578 (or equivalents)

6. design technology-rich, collaborative  lesson plans and units that enable students of diverse abilities and backgrounds to learn and develop in a developmentally appropriate way

7. attain the performance indicators of the NETS*T Standards (ISTE)
