GEC Course Requirements
5. The use of scientific, mathematical, or computer information systems for problem solving. (SMI)

A. Courses that are 300 level (or above) are for non-majors and require no prerequisites.

B. Instruction in laboratory and/or field scientific methods.

C. Concepts and applications for data analysis and evaluation are taught.

D. Methods for accurate observations appropriate to the area of study are used.

E. This course instructs students on how to integrate observed data with fundamental concepts in order to draw scientifically valid conclusions.

F. Coursework includes instruction on effective presentation of observed results in oral and/or written form, appropriate for the area of study.

G. This course surveys a major discipline in science, math or computer information.

6. An appreciation for aesthetic expressions of humanity and the ability to analyze texts. (AEH)
A. Courses that are 300 level (or above) are for non-majors and require no prerequisites.
B. This course surveys a major discipline in aesthetics or humanities.
C. Critical and evaluative analysis are used to understand discipline.

D. Synthesis of different ideas and points of view are necessary.

E. Assignments and methods to explore ideas with depth are present.

F. Opportunities to address diverse audiences, subjects, occasions, and purposes are present in the course.
7. The ability to employ creative processes, and display a 
conceptual understanding of their function.  (APC)
A. Courses that are 300 level (or above) are for non-majors and require no prerequisites.

B. This course surveys a major discipline in art and art creation.

C. Assignments that require appropriate planning and allow for demonstration of technique are necessary.

D. Terminology appropriate for the discipline is encouraged.

E. Ability to link form and personal expression is required.

F. Exhibition of knowledge and/or practice through performance, presentation, or project.
8. Reflective knowledge and analytical judgments about the self, other cultures, and human behavior. (SSC)

A. Courses that are 300 level (or above) are for non-majors and require no prerequisites.

B. This course surveys a major discipline in the social sciences. 

C. This course includes assignments that evaluate data analysis and interpretation.
D. Provide methods for and evaluation of identification, evaluation and synthesis of primary and secondary information sources appropriate for research topic.

E. Assignments that allow for discrimination between concepts, theories and paradigms appropriate for discipline are included.

F. This course requires assessment of social, economic and/or political institutions.

G. This course requires students to make compelling and reasoned arguments based upon appropriate evidence in written and/or oral format specific to the discipline.
