Student Evaluation and Grading

Brief Outline of Course: 

Weeks 1-2: Focus the project and reach agreement with faculty adviser regarding the scope of the project and the nature of the culminating presentation. 

Weeks 3-8: Execute the project

Weeks 9-10: Synthesize the work and prepare the presentation.  Rough draft should be to adviser at the agreed upon date. 

Week 11 (Finals Week):  Present project or capstone to faculty and others
