Students will complete editing, titling, color correcting, mixing, and encoding by the end of the term in preparation for exhibition.

Learning Outcomes: 

Upon successful completion of the course, students will have: 

· captured, logged and organized their filmed footage for efficient editing.
· expanded their technical experience with non-linear editing and refined their workflows in accordance with professional techniques.
· worked to establish the editing rhythms and pacing of the film.
· participated in test screenings to get audience feedback for their work.
· color corrected and matched the project according to broadcast specifications.
· selected and implemented titles.
· locked picture and mixed and sweetened sound according to broadcast specifications.
· prepared their final work for screenings.
Course Requirements:

In this course, student directors will begin the post-production phase for their final capstone film. Directors will focus on assembling footage and preparing the film for a final exhibition. Students are required to stay organized within the process at all times. Within the first week, footage must be logged, captured, and organized. Students will periodically present rough cut edits within MM 366 Video Post Production for critique and analysis. Titles and special post-production effects should be implemented. Color correcting picture and mixing the film’s audio will be completed as the final step of the production process. The final required step is to transcode the film into various formats for final exhibition. A final formal screening will be arranged for the film’s exhibition. All are expected to participate and attendance at critiques and final exhibition in mandatory.

Grading Policies and Means of Assessment: 

“A” – The work is technically excellent. Student demonstrates an in depth knowledge of professional workflows using the software applications. Noted technical problems in production have been rectified in post production. Rhythmically and structurally the film is excellent and is continuous. Editing is precise and cut points are carefully selected. The film carefully articulates a particular pace to enhance dramatic content of the work. The color and look of the film is consistent and unifying. It’s obvious that there was ample time given to color grading the final work. There are no imperfections in the soundtrack which would disrupt the flow and concentration on the film. The editing helps tell the story rather than imposing on the narrative. All of the deadlines for the screenings are met. The student director is prepared to discuss and accept feedback for the work. Titles and effects are in place and effective. 

“B” – The work is technically good. Student demonstrates an in depth knowledge of professional workflows using the software applications. Rhythmically and structurally the edit is good, with only minor deviations from ideal cut points. Noted technical problems have adequately been solved in the edit. Sequences are consistent with few shots being out of place causing minor disruptions to the momentum of the film. The pacing in “B” work is effective however there are points that are not quite continuous.  There are a few edits that don’t seem hidden calling attention to the cut points and therefore are disrupting. For example, cutting to black for no reason. The sound mix is balanced with only minor deviations or glitches. Titles and effects are in place. All of the deadlines for the screenings are met. Student is prepared to discuss and accept feedback for the work.

“C” – The work is technically average. There are glaring inconsistencies. Deadlines for the screenings have not always been met. Student is unprepared to discuss and accept feedback for the work.

“D” - Work is erratic, inconsistent, incomplete.

Brief Outline of Course: 

Throughout the course, students will meet with the instructor to discuss the work. Following these discussions the work in progress will be screened in MM366 Video Post Production for critique.

· Weeks 1 - all footage will be captured, logged and prepared for the edit.

· Weeks 2 through 8  - bulk of the editing should be taking place. A rough cut should be presented during the 5th week. Student directors are working towards the goal of concluding picture editing by the 8th so that they may commence with final effects, title, color grading, and encoding for the final screening.

· Weeks 8 through 10  - bulk of the editing should now be complete and picture should be beyond the rough cut stage. Student directors commence with final effects, title, color grading, and encoding for the final screening.
