Catalog Description: 

Covers the production phase of filmmaking. Primary topics include directing, cinematography, and sound recording. Students will collaborate to organize and shoot scripted material developed in prerequisite courses and prepare footage for editing in MM366 Video Post-Production. Prerequisites: MM 264 and WR 243. Students must have at least sophomore standing to register for this course.
Learning Outcomes: 

· effectively break down scripted material into storyboards using pre-visualization applications

· define necessary resources needed for production based on storyboards.

· direct the translation of pre-visualized material into production.

· direct the various elements necessary to record and create filmed footage

· apply concepts of cinematography, techniques, and cinematic visual language in production.

· employ professional digital audio recording techniques

Means of Assessment:

Students will be assessed four times during the 10 week course. Students will be graded on preparedness, creativity and technical proficiency. Students are encouraged to experiment and innovate with the medium.

Course Objectives:

The objective of MM 364 - Film Production I is to expose students to the digital technology and methodologies of film production. Students will collaborate in the development and production of a four to five minute film. Lectures will cover topics such as script analysis and breakdown, story-boarding, production organization, directing, cinematography, and editing. Films will be screened to demonstrate theoretical and technical concepts covered in the lectures. Emphasis will be placed on developing creative ideas and strategies will be introduced to develop those ideas. Additionally, the course will demonstrate fundamental non-linear editing techniques to prepare students for MM366 Video Post-production, which will emphasize additional post processes.
