Institutional Requirements:

Associate Degrees:  Minimum 90 credits, including 60 General Education credits.

Certificates:  20-45 credits, with an emphasis on development of intellectual and practical skills in a particular field of study.

Requirements for an AA degree will consist of the following:

A. AA degrees will consist of lower-division courses focused on skills development or enhancement in a particular field of study and could serve as a building-block towards a baccalaureate degree.

B. 90 credit hours are required for an AA, with a minimum of 60 credits serving as a General Education foundation for the degree.

C. At least 23 credits must be from EOU. 

D. Students must complete the coursework with a “C-“ or better to count towards the AA degree, with an overall cumulative GPA of 2.0 for the degree.

Requirements for a Certificate will consist of the following:

A. Certificate programs will be focused on lower-division skills development or enhancement in a particular field of study and could serve as a building-block towards an Associate of Arts degree (AA in Elementary Education).

B. A range of 20-45 credit hours are required for a Certificate, depending on the purpose and nature of the offerings.

C. At least 25% of the credits must be from EOU (for example, if the certificate requires 45 credits, the student would need to complete a minimum of 12 credits at EOU).

D. Students must complete each of the following courses with a “C-“or better to count towards the Certificate.

	
Procedure



A. The EPCC will consider new Associate and Certificate proposals at any of its regularly scheduled meetings; however, proposals must be received by the Committee at least one week prior to the meeting at which they will be considered.

B. New Associate’s or Certificate proposals will be developed according to the following format.  

	Proposal


A. Associate or Certificate description and objectives:  See attached 

1. Describe the curriculum, including clinical, internship or other important components. 

2. Discuss the overall objectives of the minor or concentration.

B. Program’s Justifications:  

1. Indicate the projected enrollment in the Associate or Certificate program for each of the next three years and the projected number of student graduated at the end of the three-year period.   Also indicate the probable source of students. Justify any depletion from other disciplines.

2. Justify the Associate or Certificate program in terms of its uniqueness and distinctiveness.

The Associate of Arts in Education meets work force needs.  Displaced workers or those needing to enter the work force can use this degree as a preparation for employment in early childhood education programs or areas of social services.  It also serves as a steppingstone toward an undergraduate degree to become an elementary teacher.  Students are likely to come from the surrounding community and be those for whom a four year degree seems too remote or big a step at present.  It is not anticipated that this degree will take away from any program but rather attract students to take many arts and sciences courses at the lower division level.

C. Program’s Integrity

Faculty in the College of Education are all qualified to contribute to the teaching of the education courses in the degree but it is expected that the early childhood education portions will be provided by Dr. Ruth Davenport and Dr. Margo Mack, who both have expertise in this area. No new load would be needed in education. All other courses are currently offered by faculty in the Colleges of Education, Business and A & S. 

Facilities are available on campus.  Nothing new would be needed.  There are ample resources in the library due to the ongoing elementary and early childhood education programs already in place.
