	Types of Change(s) Proposed

	Present Program Requirements:
1. All students must complete a college level statistics course, with a minimum of 4 credits.
2. The upper division elective component offers students the opportunity to emphasize particular disciplines.  All students will complete 20 additional upper division credit hours, of which a minimum of 5 credit hours must be complete in each discipline.  No more than 5 credit hours of practicum 409 credit may be applied to the 20 upper-division credits.  A number of these courses will be interdisciplinary, cross-listed, and team taught.
3. Learning Outcomes (catalog language):

-Provide a solid Foundation in all three of its core academic disciplines.

-Provide a basic understanding of neoclassical economic theory.

-Provide a basic understanding of American governmental structures and institutions.

-Provide a basic understanding of American governmental structures and institutions.

-Provide a contrasting international perspective.

-Provide focused familiarity with contemporary ethical, political, and legal problems.

-Develop skills in rigorous logical reasoning.

	Proposed Program Requirements:
1. All students taking the BS degree must complete a college level statistics course, STAT 327; or the sequences: STAT 241 +242+ 244; or 243+ 244 or equivalent.  An equivalent course must include regression analysis.
2. The upper division elective component offers students the opportunity to emphasize particular disciplines.  All students will complete 20 additional upper division credit hours.  Of these 20 hours, a minimum of 5 credit hours must be completed in each discipline in courses other than Field Placement (409).  No more than 5 credit hours of practicum 409 credit may be applied to the 20 upper-division credits.  A number of these courses will be interdisciplinary, cross-listed, and team taught.
3. Learning Outcomes (catalog language):

-Assess different theories, concepts, methods, and analytical approaches employed by the disciplines of Philosophy, Political Science, and Economics.

-Evaluate problems of normative inquiry as well as those of empirical analysis, and synthesize the two approaches in the analysis of the ideas, values, and assumptions underlying public policy and ethical issues.

-Apply contextual knowledge and skills to the public policy process and ‘real-life’ political situations via the opportunity to observe and participate as an informed citizen in a variety of on and off-campus settings.

-Produce effective interdisciplinary policy analysis via the ability to recognize arguments, test hypotheses, and support via appropriate oral and written communication
