Brief Outline of Course

Readings on current affairs. Analysis of texts and discussion of current issues such as the future of oil, the future of water, the rise of Islam, the U.S., China, and Europe in the global system etc. Course will include watching some documentary film. Students will read one or two articles for each session and hand in computer-written comments for each session. After in-class discussion students will write critical summaries (structured summary of content and critical comment).

Course Requirements:

· Attendance Rules.  You must be seated and ready to begin at the beginning of class. Three late arrivals will equal one absence. A late arrival must ask the instructor to change the attendance mark from absent to late at the end of class.  If you have more than two absences, your grade will be lowered. You cannot pass the class if you have more than four absences. 
· Participation:  Participation is expected during every class session. Respectful, active contribution to group-learning is a part of the daily grade. Inattentive or disruptive behavior (including interruption by electronic devices) will lower your grade or, in extreme cases, result in disciplinary action such as removal from class.

· Summary analyses:  These are short (3 page) summaries of a particular text and our discussion. They should consist of a) a concise synthesis of the article(s) and b) a critical comment.   

· Research Paper:  For Monday of Finals week students need to deliver a 4-5 page research paper.  The paper should follow the structure of an argumentative essay and include at least four different sources of which 2 must be hard copy sources (not internet sources).
· Participation:  Participation is expected during every class session. Respectful, active contribution to group-learning is a part of the daily grade. Inattentive or disruptive behavior (including interruption by electronic devices) will lower your grade or, in extreme cases, result in disciplinary action such as removal from class.
· Office Visits:  I encourage you to come and see me whenever you have a problem.
