Course Outcomes: 

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Describe the roles and responsibilities of the teacher-librarian in integrating the school library media program into the instructional program of the school learning community

2. Develop administrative policies and short and long-range plans that emphasize collaborative planning and assessment of teaching and the diverse needs manifested in student learning.

3. Design policies and procedures for the effective selection of print and non-print materials and technology tools that provide equal access to information ideas, and resources for teaching and learning.

4. Integrate information literacy standards (AASL document-Standards for the 21st Century Learner) for students learning into documents and all activities of the school library media program.

5. Champion flexible access to services of the school library media program.

6. Describe ways to establish cooperative relationships with school personnel, families, community support resource personnel, and other interested persons who affect the lifelong learning of students.

7. Demonstrate knowledge of state instructional curricula, national standards in content areas, and local school curriculum documents.

8. Prepare and justify a school library media budget given curriculum and instructional needs of the learning community.

9. Design school library media center facilities to provide an optimum, stimulating learning environment and expedient work flow.

10. Identify ways to utilize technology in school library management and for information access and production.

11. Promote the principles of intellectual freedom and the protection of intellectual property.

12. Develop a school library media program public relations plan to market services to parents and the learning community.

13. Demonstrate knowledge of effective management principles in the administration of the school library media program, to include library access services, reference services, personnel, fiscal, collection management, and consortia arrangements.

14. Apply legal and ethical principles that govern information access, intellectual property rights, and the responsible use of technology tools and online resources.

15. Develop a student library assistant management and/or volunteer program and appropriate supervisory methods.

16. Demonstrate familiarity with school librarianship literature, organizations to promote professional growth, and resources for continued professional growth.
