Brief  Outline of Course:

Spanish for health care personnel.  Study of medical terminology, situational training, relevant grammatical structures, intercultural training. Course objective: to communicate effectively in Spanish with Hispanic population in situations typically encountered in the health professions. 

Students will familiarize themselves with medical terminology and relevant grammatical structures through a variety of modalities:

a) text- and workbook

b) Internet website, audio-CDs

Students will do listening, reading and other exercises with a text- and workbook. Their progress will be monitored by the instructor on a regular basis. In addition, students will do exercises on an internet website (www.prenhall.com/rush/) and listen to the audio-CDs that are part of the instructional package. In order to enhance students’ communicative ability, there will be a weekend of on-site instruction focused on situational training.  To strengthen oral skills, the instructor will also be available for practice through telephone conversations.
