Brief Outline of Course:
Study of art from pre-Colombian cultures to contemporary art of Spain and Hispanic America.  Course covers a range of different art forms: weaving, ceramics, painting, sculpture, dance and music.  

Course material will include texts, short videos, film etc. Class time will be dedicated to discussion, student presentations, group-work, interpretation and enjoyment of works of art.

Attendance Rules.  You must be seated and ready to begin at the beginning of class. Three late arrivals will equal one absence. Participation:

Participation is expected during every class session. Respectful, active contribution to group-learning is a part of the daily grade. Summary analyses:

These are short (2 page) summaries of our discussion of a particular work of art. Students will analyze and interpret works of art with the help of analytical questions. 

Final Paper:

A short research paper (argumentative), 4-5 pages has to be handed in by Monday of final’s week. Possible topics: a film-maker, historical event, political or social issue, a particular film etc. The research paper needs to list a minimum of four sources, two of which must be hard copy sources (books, articles- not online sources), MLA style. All writing for the class has to be 12 pt, double-spaced.
