Students will familiarize themselves with medical terminology and relevant grammatical structures through a variety of modalities (text- and workbook, audio-CDs)
Students will do listening, reading and other exercises with a text- and workbook. Their progress will be monitored by the instructor on a regular basis. In order to enhance students’ communicative ability, there will be a weekend of on-site instruction focused on situational training.
