Learning Outcomes:


The student will be able to work with and execute advance stage set construction and lighting, the use of hand and power tools, scene painting, rigging, materials, hardware, implement strikes, use and understand terminology, safety, organization, management and design. Thus giving the individual a basic understanding and practical experience of how theatre is produced from the technical and creative side of the production process in set construction and lighting production. 
Course Requirements, Assignments, Tests and Lab Hours:

1. Review Assignment: Write one review/critique for the play She Stoops to Conquer. Include thoughts on the scenery and any other technical theatre elements you observed. A good paragraph will do and no longer than a page. 
2.  Scene Painting Assignment: The student will be given the Painter’s Elevations for the current production and execute the scene painting for that production.
3. Properties Assignment: Students will construct an example of a fake firearm for the stage. Students will provide research of an item to be constructed in standard prop materials.
4. Lab Hours: Students must complete 30 hours of lab work for the course during the term. This may be accomplished during scene shop hours or working crew for She Stoops to Conquer, or independently with the instructor’s approval.
5. TD Project: Students will create the working drawings for the set design of the play Riders to the Sea.
6. Lighting Project: Students will act as the Master Electrician for the current terms production.
