First Year Intensive Spanish
Catalog Description: 

Intensive beginning Spanish composed of two terms: Span 111 and 112.

Focus on all four skills (speaking, listening, writing, reading).  Students will acquire basic skills for communicating in everyday life, while being acquainted with some aspects of Hispanic history and culture.

NOTE:  SPAN 111/112 cover the same material as the SPAN 107, 108, 109 sequence, but in two terms instead of three.  This class is designed for students who have had Spanish at high school but did not meet the PASS standard Benchmark III for foreign languages before entering EOU.  It is not designed for students who have had no prior exposure to Spanish.

Brief Outline of Course:



Span 111 will cover volume 1 of PORTAFOLIO, Span 112 will cover volume 2.

Course Requirements: 

· ATTENDANCE:  This is a very participatory class; since you will be interacting with your classmates, your attendance and active  participation are essential in determining your final grade.  You cannot pass the course if you miss more than ten [10] classes.  The following scale will be used to calculate your attendance grade:

NOTE:  Consistent late arrival or early departure will affect your attendance grade:  three late arrivals or three early departures (or a combination) will constitute one absence.  Arriving late is disruptive.  Please make an effort to arrive on time.

· PARTICIPATION:  Active participation is crucial in learning to speak a foreign language.  Your grade will be based upon the frequency and quality of your participation (using the target language) in class activities; responding when called upon, participating in paired and group activities and in staying on task.  Students are expected to speak Spanish only.  Prompt arrival and attentiveness during class are necessary to create a good classroom atmosphere.
NOTE:  Disruptive or improper behavior will not be tolerated.  Students will refrain from eating, socializing, doing homework and tutoring others while the class in is progress.  Students are required to show a responsible standard of behavior including respect for teacher and classmates.

· EXAMS:  There will be an exam at the end of each chapter.  To prepare for exams, it is essential that you work every day on the self-correcting exercises and listening activities in the Manual de practica.  Before looking at the Answer Key at the end of the Manual, it is imperative that you first write your own answers and then self-correct with a different color of ink.  Answers for the activities with a headphone icon are available on the tape by the Circulation Desk of EOU’s Pierce Library.  Bring blank tapes if you wish to reproduce this material.  You may also go online to access this information.

NOTE:  All exams will begin promptly as schedules; no make-up exams will be given.

· QUIZZES:  Be prepared to take a pop quiz (10 points) related to the material being covered in class that week.

· HOMEWORK:  Students are required to preview new vocabulary and study grammar explanations before coming to class.  The homework grade will be calculated based upon activities from the Manual. These activities should be pre-corrected with a different color of ink.  Be sure to complete all the pages assigned in the workbook; partial credit is not given.  Homework assignments are due on the day of the chapter exam.
NOTE:  Absolutely no credit will be given for late assignments.  Late assignments are accepted but you will not receive any points.  In order to receive points, homework must be turned in during the first five [5] minutes of class on the due date.  Please be sure to staple loose pages.
