Catalog Description:  HUM 101 EasTrek 1: Success in College is part of Eastern Oregon University's First Year Experience program. In this fall term seminar, students examine topics and issues central to success in college. These topics will be addressed through learning activities centered on exploration of resources, goals-setting and self-assessment.  The weekly seminars are designed to support students' academic endeavors through discussion, problem-solving, relationship-building, and focused work from the text. In-class discussions and structured writing assignments serve as an introduction to and preparation for further intellectual life and university-level study.

All sections of HUM 101 share a common format and a common text.

Learning Outcomes:

As a result of completing the course work in HUM 101, students will

1. identify connections with activities and resources that enhance their college experience  
2. develop interpersonal communication skills and build relationships with peers, faculty and   
       staff.
3. learn and apply time management and other planning and study skills 
4. demonstrate critical awareness of the ideologies that are part of their personal belief   systems (identities) and recognize how such factors influence their self-concepts and their relationships to others   
Course Requirements:  

· Attendance and participation in weekly seminar 
· Completion of assigned readings and activities in text
· Completion of learning activities associated with academic success such as involvement in campus life, identification of learning styles and utilization of campus resources 
· Develop an understanding of healthy personal relationships, awareness of alcohol abuse and sexual assault issues
· Completion of pre- and post- self assessments and personal purpose statements

Weekly attendance, in-class participation, and completion of weekly readings and assignments are required for satisfactory completion of HUM 101.  Students are unable to drop this course. Late work may be accepted if extenuating circumstances arise.  This will be decided on a case by case basis between the instructor and the individual student.

HUM 101 addresses the importance of providing first year students with opportunities to closely analyze the challenges, expectations and opportunities that are integral to becoming successful college students.  Each topic is introduced through readings and activities that require the students to use critical thinking and problem -solving skills while developing the habits of mind and intellectual curiosity necessary for deeper learning. Through individual and group learning activities, focused assessments, self-reflection and discussion, students come to recognize and articulate the connections between the academic and social forces that contribute to their college experience.
