	What has prompted this proposal?

Psy201/202/223 changes: During the past three academic years, psychology has added a lab experience to the survey courses as part of a NSF grant.  While the labs do show empirical evidence as being appropriate for majors, there is no supporting evidence that the labs are helpful for those students that are taking the course for General Education credits or to fulfill requirements for the pre-professional programs.  We propose to continue to offer Psy 201 and Psy 202 in a four-day lecture format, and this would be reflected in a reduction of the course credits from 5 to 4.  The two credits will then be applied to a laboratory methods course (Psy 223) that would accompany Psy 222, a course requirement for psychology majors only.  The total of required psychology course credit hours for majors will continue to be 18 credits (4 for Psy 201, 4 for Psy 202, 3 for Psy 222, 2 for Psy 223, and 5 for Psy 327) if the proposed changes are approved.

Minimum credit hours change for minor: Under the proposed program changes,  Psy 201 and Psy 202 (which will remain as required courses for the minor) will be four credits each, rather than five.  This will reduce the current minimum credits for the minor to 33 credits from 35 credits.

Minimum credit hours change for major: The current psychology checksheet indicates a minimum total of 63 credits for a Psychology degree.  While technically this is correct, as students can choose to complete Psy 403 (a 5-credit course) as their Capstone, in actuality most of our on-campus students choose the 2-course Capstone sequence Psy 460/Psy 461 approved by the Assembly in May 2006.  Our DDE students already must take the two course Capstone sequence Psy 440/Psy 441 approved by the Assembly in 2004. Changing the minimum credits for a psychology degree from 63 to 63 – 68 will make the degree requirements more transparent for students.
