	What has prompted this proposal?

During the past three academic years, psychology has added a lab experience to the survey courses as part of a NSF grant.  While the labs do show empirical evidence as being appropriate for majors, there is no supporting evidence that the labs are helpful for those students that are taking the course for General Education credits or to fulfill requirements for the pre-professional programs.  We propose to continue to offer Psy 201 in a four-day lecture format, and this would be reflected in a reduction of the course credits from 5 to 4. 

Reducing the credits to 4 per course will also bring EOU’s psych courses more in line with the other OUS institutions.  The University of Oregon, Portland State, SOU, and WOU have a two course sequence for General Psychology, with each course being 4 credits, Oregon State University has a two course sequence of 3 credits each, and OIT has a Psy 201/202/203 sequence, with each course being 3 credits (a model shared by many of Oregon’s community colleges, including BMCC and TVCC.)
