Course Topics

1. Introduction to Degree Planning.  An overview of the general degree requirements, majors and minors available to distance education students.  

2.  Using EOU’s Academic Catalog.  An introduction to the EOU General Catalog, both electronic and print as available and needed.  

3. Using DDE’s Course Schedule Resources.  An introduction to the courses, schedules, and resources available to DDE students, both electronic and print as available and needed.  

4.  Knowing Your Transcript.  A lesson in learning how to read an evaluated transcript and how to apply that understanding to EOU’s General Education requirements.  

5.  Liberal Studies I.  An exploration of the various options within the multidisciplinary Liberal Studies major.   

6. Liberal Studies II.  Detailed planning of the Liberal Studies major for students who have made that their chosen degree program. 

7.   Physical Activity and Health.  An examination of the requirements of the PHYSH/PAH major.

8.   Philosophy, Politics and Economics.  An examination of the requirements of the PPE major. 

9.   Psychology,  An examination of the requirements of the PSY major. 

10.  Business Administration/Economics.  An examination of the BUS Admin and Bus Econ majors.  

11.  From Degree Planning to Graduation.  Completion of a degree plan draft, including (a) program and graduation check sheet, (b) major checklist, and (c) degree completion plan.  

Course Requirements/Assignments/Attendance Expectations

Course Competencies:  Upon completion of the course, students will be able to:

1.  Describe the institutional and degree requirements at EOU. 

2.  Identify the resources and services available to DDE students.

3.  Identify their assigned academic advisor and the advisor’s contact information.

4.  Develop a personal degree plan for their chosen major and make appropriate changes to the plan as needed and required.

You will be graded on participation in the Discussion Forum, completion of the assignments for each lesson, and completion and submission of a degree plan.
