Prerequisites: None

Learning Outcomes: Students will be expected to improve the quality of research, writing technique, formatting, and scope of their term papers.  A/I essays must reflect a personal perspective on an historical aspect of a production.  Abstracts, midterms, and finals require a synthesis of lectures, script/text readings, and presentations.  Attendance and participation in class is required
Course Requirements: Four argumentative/interpretive essays on plays, one five page research paper in MLA format, one works cited page in MLA format, one midterm, and one final exam.  Attendance is required and students lose points for late arrivals and absences.

Late submissions are allowed for research papers if there is proven difficulty acquiring material through Summit and other sources.  No late submissions for worksheets and A/I essays.  Attendance: -20pts for absence, -10pts for late. 

Means of Assessment: Students are required to read text assignments, plays, and historical material, write four interpretive/argumentative papers on plays, and a five page research paper.  In addition, class presentations, a midterm, and final are to be completed.     

Brief Outline of Course: This is primarily a lecture course with some laboratory elements including staged readings, mock trials, and experimental approaches to performance.  Peer review of A/I essays and draft review for research papers is carried out as per Lower Division UWR.
