EOU - Revised General Education Requirements (2007)
Statement of Purpose: 

The 60-credit General Education Curriculum serves the diverse student body of EOU by helping students to integrate into university life and challenging them to become critical, creative thinkers and engaged, knowledgeable citizens, open to new ways of looking at the world.

EOU’S GENERAL EDUCATION REQUIREMENT: 60 CREDITS TOTAL
Required Liberal Arts Courses (45 credits-60 credits):

1. Aesthetics and Humanities
6-20 credits, in at least two disciplines. 
2. Natural, Mathematical, and Information Sciences 

9-20 credits, including one college-level mathematics or statistics course, plus two other courses including at least one physical or biological science. 

3. Social Sciences 

6-20 credits, in at least two disciplines. 

4. Artistic Process and Creation

6-20 credits, in at least two disciplines. 

Up to 15 credits from the following categories may count toward the 60-credit General Education requirement: 
5. Gateway Experience
These courses provide an informed and reflective entry to university life and EOU, focused on helping students to establish fundamental knowledge and make wise choices about their academic and life experiences.

6. Disciplinary Inquiry

These courses provide an introduction to the methods of inquiry in key disciplines.
