Catalog Description:


Advanced study of Spanish culture and grammar. Readings in Hispanic culture and intensive grammar review.  Strengthening and expansion of five skills (speaking, listening, reading, writing, culture. Conducted in Spanish. Prerequisite: Second-year Spanish or equivalent. Formal study of Spanish language or knowledge of basic grammatical terminology.  Second term of third-year Spanish series 321, 322, and 323.
Course Content:
The third-year series strengthens students’ skills in all five areas: speaking, listening, reading, writing and culture. The class meets four times a week, with two days predominantly focused on culture, and two days for grammar review.  For the culture part, students will do readings on Hispanic art and literature, beginning with Muslim period in Spain, and artistic and literary expressions from the pre-colonial and colonial period in the Americas.  Materials will also include art from the 16th through 19th century (Velazquez, Goya), and modern art (Picasso, Diego Rivera). For the grammar part, students will have a separate textbook. Students will do exercises at home, and self-correct them. The class period will serve for review and clarification.  For the culture part, students will write essays on a weekly basis.
