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Summary
The major in Modern Languages and Global Culture at Eastern Oregon University responds to needs in the labor market, resulting from a shift towards international markets in Oregon’s economy and the rapid expansion of the Hispanic population and other immigrant communities in the West, particularly in rural areas. It offers students the opportunity to be more competitive on the labor market, providing them with the multi-linguistic proficiency and intercultural competence needed in an increasingly internationalized economy. As rural areas diversify their economies and connect to the circuits of the global economy, it is of increasing importance that OUS campuses in rural areas be better equipped to deal with the challenges that result from transformations in the regional economy and labor market. The new major will bring EOU in line with academic offerings at other OUS campuses, particularly those in urban areas. An important feature of the new major is that it is resource-positive: it optimizes already existing resources and does not demand any additional staff or funding. As documented below, the new major is expected to strengthen both retention and enrollment at EOU, thus contributing to the sustainability of the institution.
The new major is attractive in its unique design, offering students a choice of several different concentrations: a more traditional Spanish Language/Literature/Culture concentration, a Dual Language concentration, and a Global Studies concentration. In all three concentrations of this new major students are expected to work most intensively in their second language (L2). Work in a third language characterizes the Dual Language concentration, and work in related disciplinary content fills out the Global Studies concentration. All three modalities of this new major envision supplementing on-campus instruction by a study-abroad component.  
The traditional Spanish major is designed primarily for students who choose teaching careers, while the other two concentrations are aimed at students whose professional goals lie in areas such as international business, international organizations, and the public sector. All modalities of the new major prepare students for academic work at the graduate level. The new major will have university-wide impact as it combines the traditional curriculum with new interdisciplinary options, thus contributing to the internationalization of the campus.
At EOU, the languages currently offered on-campus are Spanish and German. In future EOU expects to diversify its language instruction offerings.  The College of Arts and Sciences is in the process of applying for grants to support instruction of other modern languages on campus, such as Chinese.  
The program will be operational immediately after approval by the Oregon University System. 

Purpose and Relationship of Proposed Program to the Institution’s Mission and Strategic Plan

Objectives of the program

Responding to Needs in Oregon’s Economy

The MLGC-major provides students with the ability to meet state and national standards necessary to compete in a global multilingual and multicultural labor market. The requirements of the major will bring students up to the level at which they can fully function bilingually in a professional setting. The requirements in the present minors are not sufficient to fulfill this goal.
Providing Teacher Training

The new major will enable EOU to train secondary teachers in Modern Languages. At the moment, the minors in Modern Language are insufficient to provide smooth transition into the MTE program, which requires the equivalency of a major in a foreign language. This is an untenable situation which urgently requires resolution, because traditionally, public schools in eastern Oregon have recruited a substantial number of their teaching staff from EOU. At the moment, EOU does not fulfill its mission to fill the employment needs of the region in this respect. The new major solves this predicament. By training students to the level required by the Teachers Standards and Practices Commission (TSPC), it enables them to enter the MTE-program.

Contributing to Sustainability through Recruitment and Retention

The proposed major is expected to attract more students to EOU (see section “Evidence of Need”). By providing current students with new options for completing their studies at EOU, the new degree can also be expected to contribute to increased retention. As a new degree option, the Major in Modern Language and Global Culture will contribute to the sustainability of the institution.
Validation of Existing Competency

The new major will validate the competency of students who are already close to the standards prescribed by a major. A substantial number of our students already take more than the minimum prerequisites for the minor. In terms of competency, they are close to the standards that would be prescribed for a major.
Preparation for Studies at Graduate Level

The new program will better prepare students for graduate work in the areas of modern languages and literatures and international study. 
Create Linkages to External Funding

Linked to the proposed introduction of the major, but not a precondition for its realization, are plans to seek external funding that would allow EOU to introduce the study of less commonly spoken languages such as Chinese.

Increasing interdisciplinarity & internationalization of  the campus
The new major will create options for new and interdisciplinary curricular streams. It will contribute to the internationalization of the campus.

Program match with institutional mission and strategic plan, and contribution to long-term goals and directions of the institution and program

The proposed Major in Modern Language and Global Culture fulfills program goals as outlined in the institutional strategic plan and offers curricular support to the strategic plan’s statement “EOU connects the rural regions of Oregon to a wider world”. It puts into action President Koshrow Fatemi’s words of welcome in the EOU catalogue “Our intent is to prepare students for today’s global marketplace with the tools and knowledge to succeed”, and realizes the OUS mission statement which mentions a “better alignment of the economic needs of Oregon with top academic and research ventures that exemplify excellence..  .”  
Program fit with needs of Oregon and state's capacity to respond effectively to social, economic, and environmental challenges and opportunities

The proposed Modern Languages Major responds mainly to two changes in Oregon’s economic, social and demographic structure: First, the diversification and internationalization of Oregon’s economy since the 1980s triggered by the crisis of the traditional natural resource economy (“Spotted Owl Crisis”). The recent announcement of SolarWorld, the largest solar energy company in the world, to build a plant in Hillsboro, or the Umatilla-China connection in Boardman, in eastern Oregon, are just two examples for this move towards internationalization (see documentation in the appendix).


The second factor of change is the rapid rate of expansion in the Hispanic population in Oregon and the West. In Oregon, the Hispanic population grew by 66 % between 1990-1997, and by 30 % since 2000 (see articles from The Oregonian in the appendix). Oregon will need a labor force with multi-linguistic and inter-cultural skills in trade and commerce, government services, retail, health care, and education (K-12, in particular). The new major is designed to meet the needs of future professionals in almost any field of work, specifically in reference to greater expectation for multilingual skills and multicultural awareness and competency. 

The new major will contribute to reaching benchmarks at the state level that are designed to prepare Oregon for these changes. One of the objectives, according to government sources, is that “Oregonians will become so knowledgeable about world languages and cultures that international business will become fully ingrained in activities of Oregon companies, and Oregon will become a truly comfortable place for foreign companies and people to be.” Currently the benchmark for the percentage of Oregonians with a language other than English is 20 % for 2010, up from 17 % in 2006. (see documentation in the appendix). 
The changes effected in 1990 by Ballot Measure 5 have made it difficult for EOU to contribute adequately towards the fulfillment of these benchmarks. At present, the institution has fewer offerings in Modern Languages than any other institution in the OUS. EOU is the only OUS institution that does not offer a major in the area of Modern Languages/Language and Culture. The new major would bring EOU into line with its sister institutions in the system. The new degree also allows EOU to fulfill mission statements both at the institutional and state level. Moreover, the new major sends a positive signal that EOU stands ready to participate in statewide and national initiatives such as the Flagship Programs, the CLAC program (Cultures and Languages across the Curriculum), and FLAP grants.  
Structure of New Program
Concentrations:   Spanish, Dual Language and Global Studies
The Bachelor of Arts in Modern Language and Global Culture is an undergraduate degree program with a choice of three concentrations, each of which require study of a second language (L2) beyond the students’ native language. The program requirements are listed below (with sample four-year plans included in the appendix).

Requirements for all concentrations

A total of sixty (60) credits are required for the major, with no grade lower than C-. All credits toward the major are to be graded, with the exception of practicum experiences. Twenty-five (25) of these credits will be from upper-division courses. All concentrations would allow for a maximum of five (5) practicum credits. Students would be required to participate in a study-abroad program.


Study-abroad component: All three modalities of this new major require supplementing on-campus instruction by a study-abroad component. The Study Abroad Office at EOU will advise students who do not receive financial aid on how to obtain funding for their stay abroad. Multiple sources of funding are available to students. For example, students studying in Germany have enjoyed the generous support of the State of Baden-Württemberg. Another source of stipends for study abroad in Germany is the Goethe Institute. There are various sources of funding for less commonly spoken languages such as Chinese through the Hanban Initiative. Study abroad in Hispanic countries is usually quite affordable to students because of the difference in the cost of living.
Students for whom study abroad is not an option are advised to choose the existing Liberal-Studies Major as their course of study. As part of the study-abroad requirement, students are strongly encouraged to explore courses in topics that are not available at Eastern. Study-abroad courses will be entered on the student transcript under the appropriate prefixes. Courses taken completed internationally, for a grade of C- or better, taught in the target language and offering content equivalent to the 200-level or above will generally be counted toward the major. 

Non-traditional Learning Modes (use of technology and career development activities such as practica or internships)
The Modern Language Department has already been highly active in offering non-traditional learning modes. Current offerings are available through distance education courses, which frequently incorporate use of the internet (Blackboard program), and other electronic resources. 
The first and second years of Spanish language courses are currently available to students via the EOU Division of Distance Education (DDE).  SPAN 321  (Language and Culture I), SPAN 322 (Language and Culture II), and SPAN 323 (Language and Culture III), SPAN 339 (Culture/Civ. Latin America), 420 (Chicano/Mexic. Lit). are also available through DDE.  Courses on Spanish for the professions (Spanish for Business, Spanish for the Health Professions) will be offered in the near future. Other course-work required by students of German is arranged on an as needed basis.  University courses completed by students via an appropriate distance-education program, for a grade and college credits, are transferable to the on-campus major, as applicable and with limitations.  Currently, EOU only offers a minor to students who do coursework exclusively through distance education.  An expansion of the on-campus major to the distance education program is envisioned for the future.
Traditional resources for academic work (library) are increasingly supplemented by electronic resources.  Lower-division and upper-division courses in the Modern Language Program incorporate the world wide web into the curriculum, for the purposes of student access to current events from newspapers and to other cultural sources throughout the world in the target language. Modern Language students seek out and research interesting capstone projects through the Internet and traditional library resources.  This applies particularly to students who research international capstone projects.
Learning Outcomes

Bilingualism / Multilingualism:


In all three concentrations, students will acquire proficiency in at least a second language. The goals for language study in the department are: at the first-year level students will learn the four skills essential to proficiency in any language (reading, writing, listening and speaking.  Second-year courses and above develop these skills further, while incorporating more complex analysis, based in critical thinking, performed in the target language.



The Modern Language Department has identified outcomes with proficiency-based guidelines, as outlined in the internationally recognized standards of the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL). With upper division work required in all three concentrations, as well as study abroad experience, students can expect to develop an intermediate high to 
advanced level of proficiency. These goals are integrated in individual courses as well as the program at large.

Through the diversity of its course offerings, the new program will lay an excellent basis for the acquisition of intercultural competency, which will be deepened and internalized during the study abroad experience.

Evidence of Need

Recruitment and Retention

The new major is designed both to attract more students to EOU and to strengthen retention. A survey conducted in fall of 2006 showed the current offerings of minors to be insufficient to students’ academic goals. The survey results indicated that the lack of a major, as well as the limited choice of modern languages offered at EOU, significantly impairs both enrollment and retention. Approximately 20 % of the students we polled (second, third, and fourth year students) knew of one or several people who had chosen to transfer to another institution because of the limitations of the Modern Language Program at EOU. Another 11-12 % of respondents were themselves considering transferring for the same reasons. Transfers were within the State of Oregon or to universities in other states, with PSU, SOU, OSU, BYU, Whitman College and Humboldt State University among the institutions preferred over EOU. The survey also showed high interest in establishing a Modern Languages major at EOU with 70 % of the students polled supportive of this initiative.

If the lack of a major is a factor in low student retention, it is reasonable to assume that having a major would help with both retention and recruitment by offering appropriate coursework and qualifications to students with professional goals in the field of education. 
Adoption of this major will allow students interested in languages or international studies to consider EOU as a serious choice. It will provide another program option to students who are already attracted to the institution. Evidence of the interest in the proposed major is seen in the popularity of the Liberal Studies Major, in which students often choose to combine Spanish or German and International Studies, or other fields relevant to linguistic, cultural and world issues, such as bilingual education. The new major will offer a wider range of coursework and in-depth study in areas of interest to these students. 


Transition into the Master of Teacher Education (MTE) Program


A particular problem at EOU in the last few years has been the incompatibility between the Modern Language offerings and the MTE program, a structural problem that prevents EOU from fulfilling its mission to provide training to future educators. While the MTE program requires students to have the equivalent of a major in a modern language for admission to the program, the Modern Language Department has only offered a minor. Students interested in graduate studies in the field of education have been forced to complete their undergraduate studies at other institutions. With this predicament, EOU has failed in its mission of strengthening the education system at the secondary level, a task that is of particular importance in a rural area.  

Statewide and institutional‑service‑area employment needs 

Students with the major in Modern Language and Global Studies bring linguistic skills desirable in virtually all occupational sectors in the employment market. They are able to seek out positions in international business, international organizations, the public sector including social services, technology, educational sectors and tourism. Moreover, they are well positioned to pursue national leadership positions through education at the graduate level. Through its built-in flexibility, the program will be able to adjust to shifts in the regional, national and international economy as they may occur in the future. 

Numbers and characteristics of students, estimated number of graduates over the next five years

EOU’s programs in German and Spanish have enjoyed long-term stability of enrollment, with short-term fluctuations. At present, course offerings in Spanish are covered by two tenure-line faculty and one resource faculty at 0.9 FTE. Courses offered in German are covered by one FTE in German. Recently, the Modern Language Department has seen growth particularly in the lower-division courses. The particular strength of the Modern Language Program is its efficiency: with only three tenure-line positions and one resource faculty, it provides the same number of student credit hours (SCH) as other programs staffed with an additional full-time faculty member. 
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The Modern Language Department sees numbers of graduates (with minors in Spanish, German, or International Studies) comparable to the number of students who graduate in Art, Computer Science/Multi-Media, Theatre, and Chemistry/Biochemistry (See Appendix). Continued strength in Modern Language enrollments is to be expected,  also because as a significant number of freshman enter Eastern Oregon University deficient in the admissions language requirement. 

In the survey we conducted in the fall, 75 % of the students polled (second year and upper division) responded that they would be interested in pursuing a major in Modern Languages.  A conservative prediction for the new major would be that at least half the students who have previously pursued a minor will in the future pursue a major. It is also likely that those students who have previously pursued a Liberal Studies degree with minors in Modern Languages will in the future opt for the major.    
If we gauge future growth by the data we have on students transferring to other institutions or considering transfer because of limited offerings in Modern Languages, we can predict with some certainty that strengthening degree options in Modern Languages at EOU will strengthen enrollment by at least 5 % per year. One factor to consider is that enrollment at EOU has recently been declining.  Should this tendency continue, the new major should help mitigate this trend. In a time of declining enrollment, it is crucial to take initiatives to make the institution more attractive to students by expanding offerings through an optimization of resources. 
Other compelling reasons for offering the program

Without the option of a major for students interested in languages, Eastern Oregon Univeristy has been at a disadvantage in the recruitment and retention of students to our campus. Despite the fact that the components of the proposed program have been available through our Liberal Studies Degree, many students find that this option does not meet their professional goals. By offering a Modern Language and Global Studies Major, EOU channels the Liberal Studies students with minors that combine language study in German, Spanish, or International Studies towards a clearly defined and identified major. 
Special interest in the program on the part of local or state groups

With the changing population in Oregon and the growing internationalization of the economy, proficiency in a second and third language will be increasingly important. In an attempt to recognize these changes, the Oregon Educational Reform Act targeted the study of a foreign language as an important priority in the twentieth, and now twenty-first, century. Corporations located in Oregon that trade internationally, such as Adidas-Salomon, Hewlett-Packard, Intel, Nike, Wal-mart, etc. all have ties not only to the German- and Spanish-speaking world, but also to countries whose languages are not currently offered at EOU (other European countries and Asia, in particular). As rural counties in eastern Oregon seek trade opportunities with partners located beyond our borders, we are likely to see the need for expansion and diversification of the offerings in Modern Languages. With future increased funding, we expect to develop curricular programs to cater to the interests of these corporations.

Tourism links between Oregon and Asian and European countries are increasingly valued an important economic sector. While Northeast Oregon communities have seen an increase in the Hispanic segment of the population, there has also been increasing awareness of the importance of our region’s Native American cultural heritage and the history of the Oregon Trail for visitors to our area with other languages. (see Appendix) The EOU Modern Language Department continues to support service learning projects that link Spanish and German students with local social service agencies, and when appropriate to tourist institutions such as the Baker City Interpretive Center and Tamastslikt Cultural Institute.

Access to part‑time, evening, weekend, and/or place-bound students.

The Modern Language Department plans to develop the offerings required for the new major for DDE-students in the future. For the time being, a minor in Modern Languages will continue to be offered to distance education students.
Outcomes
Program Evaluation

a. Post‑approval monitoring procedures and outcome indicators 


The standard assessment tools as built into course syllabi and proficiency testing will apply. 

b. Use of collected information to improve teaching and enhance student learning 

An important factor of consequence in this new program is the enhancement of students’ learning through experience in other countries, as offered through the OUS administered Study Abroad programs, along with those available through the National Student Exchange and programs run by the National Consortium of Study Abroad. Students will return to their home institution with higher levels of language proficiency and cultural awareness.

A departmental capstone, required as a culminating research project, will impose a consistent standard of expectations for students with final graduation projects.




The new major’s successes and challenges are to be documented and assessed through regularly scheduled program evaluation, using the tools of accreditation processes and institutional strategic planning. The new major fulfills the goals of the Modern Languages Department as listed in the strategic plan goals of the College of Arts and Sciences. Its design responds to institutional need for curricular reform in general education, and will continue to provide a smooth articulation between general education and major requirements. Modern Language faculty members are invested in interdisciplinary studies, and are committed to ongoing improvement and development of the major. 

Assessment of Student Learning

a. Student learning assessment
Traditional assessment tools such as written and oral testing, oral presentations and written research papers, as well as more recent innovative formats provide opportunities for students to demonstrate their learning. Whenever applicable, proficiency guidelines such as presented and explained to students, and other scoring guides and rubrics inform students of assessors’ expectations.  

b. Methods or approaches used to assess graduate (completer) outcomes

As is required of all graduates of EOU, students earning the Modern Languages degree will complete their studies with a capstone project. In preparation for this individually designed research project, students will enroll in the Capstone course, SPAN/GERM/MODL 401, where clear delineation of expectations and means of meeting them are central to the course content. The conclusion of the Capstone project includes presentation and discussion of the project to relevant faculty, and if appropriate, at the student research symposium at EOU, “Sharing the Learning.”

c. Licensure examination 

There is no licensure examination for this major. 

Spanish majors who want to enter the MTE program will have to pass the PRAXIS exam.

Students may take advantage of intensive summer language programs offered through other OUS institutions (PSU’s Deutsche Sommerschule am Pazifik, for example).

At the level of lower-division classes, the expected higher enrollment can be accommodated by a) taking measures to balance enrollment in the fall (very high), winter (medium) and spring (lower) by redistributing class offerings. 

At the second-year and upper-division level, current enrollment is such that an increase in students can be accommodated.

Note on attached graph of  “Graduates by Program”


The following graph of “Graduates by Program” offers a visual representation of trends over several years for majors which have similar student Credit Hour (SCH) rates to those in Modern Languages. It is to be expected that the projected number of majors in Modern Language and Global Culture would be in line with those of Art, Computer Science/Multi-Media, Theater, and Chemistry/Biochemistry. We see growth patterns followed by relative stability in most cases. In some of the degree options, these trends follow the introduction of a new major, as with Computer Science/Multi-Media and Biochemistry, a new degree choice in the Chemistry Department.
