Catalog Description:


A course focused on the artistic (architecture, music, dance, plastic arts, literature), intellectual and political history of Spain. The scope of this course ranges from Iberian prehistory through the contemporary period, with special attention given to modern-day manifestations of the heritages left behind by the civilizations that have inhabited the peninsula. Conducted in Spanish. Students must have at least sophomore standing to register for this course.
Course Content:

In this course we will travel through the history of Spain, from prehistory to modern Spain. Focusing on one era each week, we will read and summarize the textbook chapters, analyze primary texts (literary and historical), and view and discuss videos.
