EOU CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

EDUCATIONAL POLICY AND CURRICULUM COMMITTEE

PROPOSED LANGUAGE:

ORGANIZATION

The Educational Policy and Curriculum Committee shall consist of ten (11) members, including six (6) teaching faculty with representation from each College as follows:  three (3) teaching faculty shall be from the College of Arts and Sciences, two (2) teaching faculty shall be from the College of Education, and one (1) teaching faculty shall be from the College of Business; and two (2) students appointed by the recognized student government.  At least four (4) of the teaching faculty members must be tenured.  The Provost or his/her designee, the Registrar, and a representative from the Division of Distance Education shall serve ex officio, without vote.  The Provost’s Office shall provide staff support for the Committee.  Teaching faculty members shall be elected by the Assembly to two-year terms.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Review education programs and course offerings, develop and review curricular policies, and recommend the implementation of these programs and policies to the Assembly.
