Explanation of Requirements 
Formative Assessment (Take-Home Mid-Term) - 25 Points

• 8 - 10 Main classroom application points in a bullet list written in complete sentences. 

• Minimum of five reference in APA style or a style appropriate to your discipline. 

References are to be annotated ( a brief description of the article), for example: 

Salzbrunn, J. (1995). Kids are cool. Reading Teacher, 45, (5), 64-67. 

The author gives a great overview of the general principles of the moral development of adolescents.
