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The OTM consists of 45 quarter credits, which is approximately the equivalent of a student’s freshman year in college. It can help students plan their first year of college to be academically sound and transferable within Oregon. Taking courses that satisfy the OTM is a good choice for students who are undecided about a major or who plan to transfer to another Oregon institution. Also, for high school students who take college courses, choosing courses that satisfy the OTM will provide a start toward a degree.

Upon transferring the OTM, students may be required to complete additional course work in the receiving institution’s general education or degree program requirements. It is recommended students work with an academic advisor when selecting courses.

All courses must be completed with a grade of “C-“ or better. Students must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 at the time the OTM is awarded.
